WoodChip work is progressing very slowly as there has been a dramatic downturn in the numbers of volunteers turning up to help at the Woodchip working parties.  This could be due to the fact that the weather has been so poor again this year or maybe its because we have frightened people off by working them too hard! 





On a positive note a party of 8 Tanzanian exchange students and teachers from New College recently spent a cold, wet day in the wood and completed 2 projects successfully. One job was to put drainage pipes in to prevent a stream running across the footpath at one of the entrances to the wood and the other was to concrete a pole into the centre of a gateway restricting access to pedestrians only.

(( LONGWOOD 2008 and the 150th ANNIVERSERY OF THE MECHANICS HALL ((





What a  wonderfully interesting, full and exciting time the people of Longwood have had in the year celebrating the 150th Anniversary of the building of the Mechanics Hall in 1858 and the 135th Anniversary of Longwood Sing which has been held annually at Nab End Tower since 1873!  Nab End Tower was built in 1861 by unemployed Longwood workers and has been restored to it’s former glory this year at the cost of £200k after years of neglect and vandalism in time for the Tower’s 150th Anniversary in 2011.   





In February we enjoyed a wonderful Pantomime put on by the St Mark’s Players on the newly restored stage.  This follows years of tradition in the 1950s and 60s when the stage at the Mechanics was used by the Longwood Amateur Operatic Society and Longwood Community Dramatic Players to great acclaim.  The St Mark’s Players Pantomime for 2009 will be King Arthur.





The old entrance porch to the Mechanics Hall was pulled down this year and we now have a new one with disabled access.  While the old porch was being demolished the builders discovered a Time Capsule buried beneath the foundation stone in 1858.  The capsule was opened on the Friday night at the start of the 150th Anniversary Celebration Weekend.  We had a wonderful turn out and people watched in amazement as an archivist slowly prized open the capsule – a sealed glass bottle.  It contained an 1858 copy of the Holmfirth and Huddersfield Examiner, a copy of Punch, the London Evening Standard, a page from the Times and a bit of tobacco all beautifully tied up in thread.  Philip Taylor, who has done much work in the past for the Longwood Community Assoc, was given the honour of pulling the first piece out of the bottle. 





The following night we had the Black and White Ball, which featured the JB Dance Band and was attended by 80 people including Kirklees Deputy Mayor Clr Julie Stewart Turner who officially opened the new porch.  The hall and tables had been decorated in black and white and everyone had made great efforts with their black and white outfits.  It was a huge success and it is hoped to hold future balls if there is sufficient interest. A Circus Skills and face Painting day finished the celebrations off on the Sunday.





The previous week St Mark’s Players put on 3 performances of a 40s night which raised £1,430 for the Hall - the money will be spent finishing the new heating system.
