Woodland Conservation and Heritage Improvement Project





Well, at last, spring is on its way and we can turn our thoughts to the possibility of arranging some further work party dates to continue our work in Pighill Wood.





We have a small grant from the Longwood Village Group funds to purchase materials to erect some further fencing to try and reduce the amount of inappropriate access in an area of the woodland where the large beds of bluebells are under threat.





Some repair work is required on the steps through the middle of the wood and of course there is still plenty of wall repairing and rebuilding that can be done.





Some parts of the footpaths are buried under fallen leaves again and it will be better to remove these now before they start rotting down.
